Rationale: The Township would like to recognize “cultivating and processing medical marijuana” as

a type of use. If not listed in the book it is prohibited. So the definition is to define the act of cultivating
and processing medical marijuana as a business and or activity. The amendment application comes from
a property owner hoping to being able to receive a permit to cultivate and process marijuana. The
definition comes from the Ohio Revised Code.

Cultivating and Processing Medical Marijuana: growing, harvesting, drying, storing, transporting,

processing, selling, and reasonable ancillary activities related thereto, of medical marijuana in accordance

with Ohio Revised Code 3762 3796 and corresponding regulations, and only pursuant to an appropriate
license issued by the State of Ohio.

Staff Comment: The only comment is the application cites ORC 3769 and that section of the ORC is
related to Horse Racing. The numbers were simply transposed and we recommend citing ORC 3796 as
the proper citation.

Staff Recommendation: Staff recommends approval with the correction to ORC 3796.

Staff Comments: In section ORC 3796.03(7) “Specify if a cultivator, processor, or laboratory that is
licensed under this chapter and that existed at a location before a school, church, public library, public
playground, or public park became established within five hundred feet of the cultivator, processor, or
laboratory, may remain in operation or shall relocate or have its license revoked by the board;” We have
not checked this 500 foot standard against the property making the amendment request, but the Township
should be aware of this requirement. The Township may want to make this type of activity a conditional
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use, those conditions are that it meets the requirements of ORC 3796 and receives a license or permit
from the State of Ohio.
